War
having broken. out in Turkey, I \vas
unable to get farther than eastern
Hungary."

A P'RACTICAL PROBLE,M

The President of the University,
in view of the present campaign to
raise ten millions for a greater' U ni­
versity of Southern California, has
offered a prize of twenty-five dollars
for the best design for a new campus
layout. The jury will consist of the
president, the faculty of the Archi­
tecture Department and the promi­
nent architects of the city. The
competition 'is conducted along the
plan of the Beaux Arts systen1.

Esquisses were submitted and the
designs drawn up and criticized by
several architects. The problem
called for a plan at 1/32"=1'0" and
an aeroplane perspective at the san1e
scale to be subn1itted by each con­
testant. The competition closed
January 15th. Seven men competed,
but the results have not yet been
rei·'orted. The best designs sub­
rnitted V\Till be displayed in various
places up tOvvn during the closing
clays of the call1paign as a special
advertising scheme.
