Mnesicles Honoraries Speak.

Prof. Frederick M. :Nlann, head of the
department or ar<::hitecture, and Dr. Wil­
liam F. Holman, professor of mathemat­
ics and mechanics, botih interested in
Mnesicles of l\!Iinnesota from the time
of organization, were the principal
speakers of the evening.

Brother Mann, after welcoming the
delegates and inviting them to visit the
department at the University, spoke of
the history of ar,chitectural education in
America and Alpha Rho Chi's relation
to it. He said that A P X men, while
they could not be recognized as such,
invariably were considered the back­
bone of the department.

In the closing talk which Brother
"Doc" Holman gave "the boys" he em­
phasized the fact that scholarship was a
matter of concern. He pointed out the
fact that at Minnesota 22 per cent of
the freshmen pledged by the social fra­
ternities dropped out Defore the end of
the. first year.
