Prof. Louis H. Boynton, Michigan,
Dies Suddenly i:n Chicago. Was

Active Iktin~s Chapter Aid.

Louis Holmes Boynton of the College

of Architecture' at the 'University of
1JIichigan, died Saturday, April 19, while
visjting relatives in Chicago.

Professor Boynton was made an Hon­
orary member of Iktinos chapter it;! 1~14

and was among the most active of all
of . our honoraries. He was a familiar

figure at all chapter functions, being the
principal speaker at many of our ·ban,..
quets,' a most willing chaperone at near­
ly all of our parties, and a man of such
an excellent personality that he will be
greatly mis~ed by all who knew him.

Brother Boynton was born in 1867 at
Guilford, Conn., and studied architecture
at the 1JIassachusetts Institute of Tech­
nology. After leaving school he en­
tered the office of Peabody & Stearns,
Architects, of Boston. In 1896 he won
the Rotch travel1ng scholar~hip which
gave him the opportunity for two' years
study in Europ'e. lJart of this time ~as

spent in Italy, where he was marn~d

in 1897.
An Active Practitionet

After his return to America he iVvas
for a tilne with Shepley,. Rutan & Cool­
idge, Boston Architects, and sub~equent­

ly with lVIcIZlm, Mead & WhIte, <:tnd
with Cass Gilbert of N ew York City.
With Mr. Gilbert his principal work \vas.
on the Union Club and on the New
York Customs house. From 1908 to
1912 he practiced his profession as archi­
tect in New York City, coining to the
University of Michigan at the end of.
that period.

His teaching at Michigan has been
largely in the field of Architectural De­
sign, in which his training and experi­
ence on important u,ndertakings were of
great value. During. the last few years
he has been in sole charge of that divi­
sion of the work dealing with instruc­
tion. in the use of Classical Architecture.

As a practitioner he has also been
very active in Ann Arbor, having de­
signed many of our best residences and
fraternity houses. He has been a mem­
ber of the Board of Directors of the
Ann f\rbor Art Asosciation since 1917
and. was President during 1920-21.

Brother Boynton is survived by his
widovv and three children, Louise,. Lucia,
and George, and by three brothers, H.
·W. Boynton, Bristol, Conn., Prof. Percy
H. R()rnton. U nivprsitv of Chicago, and
G. H Boynton, Boston.

On the first floor i'n the southeast cor­
ner is a sun parlor connecting with the
veranda' through French doors. 'The
large comfortable living room with its
large fireplace will be an excellent set­
ting for tales, extemporaneous and other­
wise. Connected with the living room
through a colonade with French. doors
.is the dining room of sufficient size to
accommodate any Founder's Day ban­
quet. The kitchen, modern in every re­
spect 'is of ample size. On the first
floot is also the matron's complete suite.

On the second floor are five commo­
dious rooms with large closets. The
second floor bath with its til~ floor has
a built-in tub and shower bath equipped
with pressure soft ·w~ter.

The house is finished throughout in
white ivory and hard'Nood floors. which
will supply nl~nty Satnrday afternoon
occupation for the pledges and delin-

quent members.
The property includes a double garage

and anlple room in which to layout a
tennis ·court.
