"110st of you know that thru the
for,~sight and efforts of 'Waddie' 'Wads­
worth, A.nthemios, and 'Ham' Halnmett
and - others, the fraternity acquired a
tract facing the then proposed Stadium
at University and Oak. The property
was purchased for about $12,COO.

An ExceHent Investment

"Shortly afterwards an undesirable
portion vvas sold to the U'niversity for
$5,000 and the balance divided into five
fair sized lots. Two, of the lots at the
west of the court were sold for $9,500.
'The two lots on the east we are holding
for about $10,000. Th~ larg-cr center lot
we are 'going to build lipon ourselves:

"Last fall when a bouse s,::,elTIcd pos-
o sible, the Mnesicles Alull1ni association
\vas formed and incorporated for the
purpose of handhng the t'ransaction.
The organization has been perfected :lnd
nlonthly meetings held. After consulta­
tion with. our honoraries Prof. F. 111.
1/Iann was asked to prepare sketches.

"1'hes,~ sketches have been prepared
and subn1itted on our statel11ent of
'needs. They will forn'1 a basis of work,
but will be changed, for the active chap­
ter did the unusual and subn'1itted re­
visions calling for less spac;~, a smaller
house, than we gave Brother Mann to
believe they ne'eded.

Chapter Makes Headway

"The activ,e chapter has never been in
such good shape, financially, they are
in'1proving scholastically and are prOll1­
inent in canlpus activiti~s. The old
house can not aCCOll111]odate those \iVt.O

wish to eat or live there. .The pr,~sent
hou~e is run down and it vvould be a
vvaste of n'1oney to repair it.

"Several hundred dollars of old debts,
incurred befon~ their time, have been
cleaned' up by the act~ves. 'fo assist
then'1 the .A. hun ni association has taken
over several old accounts, ow,ed by
brothers, for collection, by legal 111,eans
if necessary.

"Naturally the acti'ves are much in
favor of the building project, and point
out that with sufficient room to take
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care of tne111bers who would like to liv,e
in the house they would be even better
off than now, and novV the hous'e is a
"going" concern. We hav:e been con­
vinced that with this added income they
can take care of interest on mortgages
and other expenses incident to the
proposition, all of "Thich has been
checked up."

The letter then w'ent o:n to challenge
mien who lTIade the old $5.0.00 building
pledg'es to increase theirs to $100 as
have all men the last few years. A sec­
ond challenge was for how much cash
by a certain date, if we build this fall?
I t was the answers to this letter, many
with checks for lar'ge portions of
pledges, that gave the men the spirit of
bull-dog deter11'1ination for the success
of the project, and n'1ade thenl say,
"\Vle'll build this house or di'e in the
attempt !"

A CARNEGIE RIVAL
Chancellor John G. BO\Vlnan of the

University of Pittsburgb on November
5th announc.~d that plans were com­
p]et'2d for the erection of a fifty-t"To
story building at the entrance to Schen­
ley Park which is intended to house the
maior part of the activities of the uni­
versity.

The ne"r sttnctur1e is to be known as
the Cathedral of L'earning and will cost
ten rnillion dollars. I t will be 360 feet
long, 260 feet \vide and 680 feet high
and \vill accolnn10date 12,000 students.
.It will provide classroorns, libraries,
shops and laboratories, and construction
will begin on it in 1925.
