Bids Being Received On the
New Structure

Contractors are estimating the cost of
the proposed 1\1nesicles chapter house,
Alumni and Actives alike ar'e rallying to
the support of the project, pledges are
being paid far in advance,' and the
Building C:ommittee is beginning to
heave sighs of relief, and at the same
tim'e to gird up its loins for further
labors.

Plans for the house were recently
ha:nded to 1'win City contractors, and
before long the contract is expected to
be let and the job actually under way.

The unprecedented resp'onse from both
Alumni and A,-ctives in answer to the

Building Committee's plea that pledges
be paid up, and in advance as far as
possible, has enabled the Committee to
settl'e definitely the question, "Shall we
build no\v?" The answer is, of course,
"Immediately if not sooner!"

The accompanying cuts, the elevation
taken from Bro. Mann's sketch, and the
plans fronl blue prints, give a fair idea
of the size and appearanc'e of the build-­
ing as it is expected to be whe:n the
chapter troops back to school in the fall.

Plans Practically Complete
The plans are self-explanatory, the

second floor consisting of study rooms
and a large bath. The study roon1S will
be used to sleep in at first, as the pres­
ent scheme calls for an unfinished third
floor, which will later be made' into
dormitories.

The basement floor will cons'ist of a
chapter- room and dining room, arranged
probably so that they n1ay be thrown
together, a vault for ritual purposes, and
the kitchen.

An outside stair is arranged at one
end of the house, opening into the base­
ment a'ndsecond floor corridors and the
studio on the ground floor~

Two fireplaces hav'e been provided on
the first floor, and sundry cosy nooks
and corners invite occupants.

1~he first story exterior \vill be of
brick, and the second rough plaster of
some kind, with an interesting half tim­
ber motif.

Brother Mann, the architect, has had
in mind a "primitive" style, if it could
be called such, and Mnesicles men spend
much time speculating on the possible
character of the interior.

Said to Be Premature.

Visions of a new Anthemios chapter

Re­
sults of questionnair'e ansvvers have been
encouraging enough to warrant serious
thought and penuit a definite building
policy to be outlined. The May issue
of THE ARCHI reported the purchase
of a nevv lot. This report was prelua:­
tur'e, since the lot was only held in
option, and certain restrictions relating
to the building of the house \vere co'n­
sidered unfavorable by the Alumni, so
the option was given up.

Bro. Bert T'horud has given many
hours of tilne to the study of the finan­
cing of the house. He has kept the
.l\lurnni closely in touch with the pro­
granl by issuing bulletins at various in­
tervals. He and the W. G. E. have d~­

veloped the idea of issuing sinking fund
debenture certificates to all the mem­
bers, which will bear a good interest
rate. These certificates will shortly be
offered for sale. They will be safely
secured by bonds, and will later on be
convertible into chapter house bonds.

1~hc purpose of the sale of these cer­
tificates is to develop a working capital
vvith which more favorable building con­
tracts can be arranged. A new bulletin,
explaining in detail the proposed house
financing, is now being prepared, and
\viU very shortly he issued to all An­
themios members. Other chapters in­
terested in this work may receive a copy
of this bulletin by \vriting to B. 1\1:.
