Know all nle'n bv these presents that,
Whereas, the lex;ct number, standing,

and location of all the A P X men at
the present time was a subject clouded
with much doubt and misapprehension,
and

Whereas no definite figures had been
compiled on the subject heretofore, so
that all figures used were highly cO'n­
jectural, and

'Whereas it was deemed necessary and
fitting and proper and desirable that a
general housecleaning and check of all
records be made.

Therefore, we, the Alpha Rho Chi
Fraternity, have conducted s~ch house­
cleaning, check, and numbenng of our
numb'ers and in a general way the spe­
cific res~lts of such check are herein­
after related.

Eleven Years' Grqwth
The most gratifying fact brought out

is the renlarkable growth of Alpha Rho
Chi in eleven years. From a nucleus
of forty-seven men at Michigan an.d
Illinois in 1914, we have expanded untl1
now we number nine chapters with 703
living members.

Of course, the A P X population clus-
'ters where chapter houses are located,
but our alumni are filtering out through
the country, some taking their places in
home-town offices, others laboring in
distant cities; som~ cross the continent,
and others circle the globe and take up
their wo'rk in foreign lands.

The greatest center of A P X popu­
lation is Ohio, where 112 me'n ll1ake
their abode. D'emetrios furnishes the
largest percentage, but a spri,nkling of
men come from five other chapters. One
hundred live in lVIichigan, of whom only
eleven ar'e froll1 two other chapters be­
side Iktinos.

California Attracts
N ext in line comes Minnesota, with

88 men, 81 natives, and s~ven rnen from
four other chapters. California boasts
a registry of 66, nine from Anthell1ios,
seven from Mnesicles, six froll1 Iktinos,
three froll1 Demetrios, and one froll1
Paeonios.

Illinois has a population of only 59
tnen, 49 from Anthemios, and 10 from
three other chapters. So many Anthe­
tnios brothers have ernigrated that they
have· ,thinned the ranks at home.

The three smallest comnlunities are
Kansas, with 28 men, seven from Anthe­
mios, and one each from Iktinos and
1\1nesicles, Virginia, vvith 22, 15 from
Kallikrates, and seven from three other
chapters, and Texas, with 18, of whom
16 are natives.

I t is surprising to note how nlany
A P Xers live in states where there are
no·chapters. Iowa has 20 men, most of
them "from ",A,ntneruios. Indiana has 19,

mostly from Anthemios, and Wisconsin
boasts 15, divided between Anthemios
and Mnesicles.

Fifteen A P X men hOW live in New
York, six from Demetrios. Pennsyl­
vania claimed 13, six from Polyklitos,
and seven from three other chapters.

At present ten A P Xers ate abroad,
five ar'e from Mnesicles, and five from
four other chapters. This is a distinc­
tion of which Mnesicles is justly proud.
There are also ten men in Missouri, (not
doubting the advantages to be gained),
five frorn Anthemios, thr'ee from Paeo­
nios, and one each from Iktinos and
Mnesicles.

South Being Inyaded
Six men from lVfnesicles, Ikti'nos and

Anthemios are holding down Massa­
chusetts, and also Washington, and five
memb'ers are living in Connecticut, five
in Colorado, and also five in Florida,
Kentucky and Tennessee.

North Carolina struggles ,alohg with
only four A P X men. Nebraska, North
pakota, and West Virginia are in a se­
rious case with but three apiece, and
Arkansas, ,Mississippi, Montana, New
Jersey, Oklahoma, and Wyoming are in
desperat.e straits, each having only two
lnen. In Louisiana and Nevada respec­
tively, only one citizen wears the badge.

Fifteen states entirely without repre­
sentation; when the roll is called, no
AP X men answers "Here!" within
their bounds! no diamond glitters from
the black cartouche bearing the mYstic
letters P A X; no pearls gleam archly
above; and, alas, no fair co-ed pines to
be the proud possessor of such signs
and symbols.

HO\\TeVer, the summer is at hand.
Without a doubt, countless hordes of
brand new alunlni will descend upon
the unprotected fifteen; there will be
large shifting of population; the East­
erners will go West, and the Western'ers
will go East; so that by next directorY
time there w~ll be wailing and gnashing
of teeth, and all men shall sign, anevv
the directory cards, that we may again
take stock of our fraternity.
