"We use stra:nge combinations of ma­
terials. Lots of Oregon pine from the
J)ollar Company's yard at Hankow, Jap­
anese ash and oak, Philippine redwood
and lao-an and much of the Chinese fir
vlhich con~es in long poles: British and
Alnerican paints sold in Hanko",!; Brit­
ish Amc'rican German and Tapanese
ha;dware sold' in Hankow or Shanghai
and special pieces of brass and iron
made to order locally; reinforcing steel
from Belgium' or America, or local made
ill smooth round shapes only of uncer­
tain strength; B~lg'ian made glass is in­
~"t~,l1pdby' local glaziers.'

like glue, is about the toughest varnish
in the world, and of course most of the
vvorld's supply of wood oil, the base of
varnishes, is produced in Central China,
and is used in the natural state here.
There are several brands of cement
n1ade in China, all fairly good and uni­
form quality. American and British pre­
pared roofings are sold in Hankow, but
we use tile roofs almost entirely, cheap
native round gray tile, native made
French style flat tile, 'or for more monu­
me:ntal building;s, the old. style Chinese
temple glazed tile in brown, green or
yellow. '

Costs In Comparison

"Costs are rather startling in com­
parison to America. Local currency is
about two for one of American gold dol­
lars, and the following figures are all in
local currency. I built recently an aver­
age sized residence for foreigners, with­
out heating or plumbing for $5,700 about
14 cents per cu. ft. Our school build­
ings usually cost 12 to 15 cents, and the
best reside:nce work 20 cents.

"A very good school building was
built in Changsha last year for 31 cents,
vvith heating, plumbing, terrazzo and the
best hardware. (Divide these figures by
two for comparison with U. S. dollars
and cents.) Labor is usually only 20 to
25 per cent of the total cost, and this of
course makes a difference in all kinds of
details, to save material rather than
labor. 1\10st trades get about 70 ,cents
a day. The highest paid man in our
office gets $35 per month, and the office
boys gets ten a month.

"You may be wo:ndering why is a mis­
sion architect? What has that got to do
\vith converting the heathen, etc.? The
follovving are son1e of the jobs put thru
our office since I came here: a church,
parish hall and residence in one com­
pound, the church and parish hall in
Chinese teInple style, but with br:ck, re­
inforced concrete and wood-steel trusses
and plenty of precast ornamental con­
crete; convertin g large duplex residence
into a college dormitorv; four ne\v resi­
dences for faculty at Boone; brick and

sen1bly for boys boarding school; kitch­
en and laundry additions to girls school;
third storv added to girls school build­
ing; rebuilt part of Boone theolog"lcal
school; hvo-story church and parish hall
at a s111all port up rivpr in _the temple
style construction, similar, to the first
Inentionecl: practice school with class
rootns,· dillinghall and dormitoi-yfor 120

boys at the 'normal college; residence at
Anking and numerous small jobs of al­
terations, additions, heating plants, etc.

Three Years Work Ahe'ad

"W'e now have on the boards in vari­
ous stages of developme'nt, the follow­
ing proj'ects already under way or to go
thru during the next three years: four
different residences; a chapel and gym
building for the girls school; college
chapel for Boone to seat 700; two school
and college science buildings, a boys
prilnary school building; assembly hall
for norll1al college; settlement house for
social workers; maternity ward addition
to hospital; residences for Chinese doc­
tors at hospital; power plant for hos'­
pital; two different groups of college
buildings in Nanking; class roon1 build­
ing for K,uling . An1erican school (for
foreign children); steam heating' plant
for the same institution; swiInnling pool
and showers for Boone gyn1; new church
for one of the native parishes in Wu-'
chang, etc.

"1'hey find new jobs for us faster than
we can turn over the old ones. A great
life. And while you fellows are stand­
ing around looking wise and looking for
jobs or else going to Florida, vve are
praying for time enough to do all of
ours decently. I have ,vritten this \vith
the idea that what I have to relate is of
interest to l11any of the fraters, and you
",,~ill probably pass it around or perhaps
put some of it in The A rchi.

"We we are way off here, news from
and about everybody is valuable and in­
teresting. I hear from Dassett (Mnes­
icles Ex '17) in Paris occasionally, and
was pleased to see Badg~ley's (Deme­
trios '23) fourth mention in the A11zer­
ican Architect) the convention picture in
Pencil Points) to hear of NIilt Osborne's
marriage, and to see in the Columbia
catalogue that he's on the faculty there,
and to learn that Fraser (Mnesicles'19)
got the Rome prize, and that Doc Olnan
(Demetrios '20) is a prof at Ohio State.

"I enjoy Chubb's (Demetrios '04) cov­
ers on the monthly. Sorry I didn't see
or hear anything of Hammond (Ham­
mett Mnesicles '19, we believe he
mea;ns?) \vhen he was around this side
of the world.
