gon and Washington; his father having
cross'ed the plains ,in a prairie schooner
as a boy is now one of the oldest living
pioneers in Puyallup V~alley near Ta­
coma. His mother was a native of

--()regon with her ancestors going \vest
via Kentuckv and Illinois to the state
of her birth.-

i\t the present writing Brother Annis
is on leave of absence froin the Okla­
hon1a A. & M. College, where he, has
been associat~ professor of architecture
due to the illness of both his mother
and father at their home in Alderton,
Wash., where his father has lived for
sixty years.

Bet\V'een finishing high school in 1915
and entering the U. of Wash. Brother
i\nnis served in the Pugst Sound outfit,
the 63rd Field Artillerv, from April, 1917
to March, 1919, but did not reach the
first Armv A. E. F. in France until
July, 1918.-

vania, where he was active in student
aff3.irs until receiving his degrees.
