hibit would be a worth-\vhile one and he
felt sure that it would be acceptable at
least to Universities where there is an ex­
isting chapter. He stated that he ·would be
glad to discuss the matter in detail with
the local representative at Illinois when­
ever fheproper tilne arrived, and we are
sure that he will O. K. the matter of ex­
pense in sending it to that University.

We also interviewed Prof. Paul Weigel,
head of the Department of Architecture at
Manhattan, Kansas. 11:r. Weigel felt that
the 1/Ianhattan Chapter. needed just such
prestige as an excellent exhibit of this
nature would furnish, and he definitely
stated that he would O. K. the necessary
expenditure of money to, secure the ex­
hibit for the school. Prof. F. A. Klein­
schmidt, head of the Department of Archi­
tecture at Texas Tech, thought the idea
\vas an excellent one and stated that he
would back it up as far as possible. We
have written members of .the Grand Coun­
cil, requesting their opinion on such an
exhibit and have heard as follows:

Brother D. P. Ely states that the proj ect
strikes him as being a good one, and he
hopes that the work of the alumni rather
than the active members will be featured,
since it has been found difficult to obtain
vlork done in school. Brother H. L. Parr,
states that he is extremely glad to hear
of the activities of the New York Chapter
and considers the idea of an exhibit a
splendid one. He would be glad to do
anything possible to promote it.

After consideration of the matter and
discussion with other members, we have
decided to appoint three committees, who
will collect, plan and put over the .exhibit
in New York.

The committee for collection of the ex­
hibit will' be Henry Gerlach, Chairman; .C.
R. Sutton, Franklin Scott and George
Harker. It will be the duty of this com­
mittee to get in touch with, directly or in­
directly, the entire membership of the fra­
terni ty and arrange for actually collecting
all material to be exhibited.

The second committee is that for selec­
tion and hanging. This committee is com­
posed of Dean Axline, Chairman; W. 1.
Hamby and George Ferrenz. It "vill be
the duty of these three to apponit or act
as a jury as they see fit, and have corr­
plete charge of the selection of all materiaJ
exhibited, with power to eliminate any­
thing which they do not consider of the
necessary high caliber for this purpose
