There is an old and much beloved pro­

fessor, one of the elder members of the
Haryard university faculty, who, about
this time each year, delivers his most fam­
ous lecture. It is his farewell to the
seniors, and he has given that lecture for
a quarter of a century. He says:

i.young gentlemen, I hope that nothing
I haye taught you during these four years
eyer \,:ill be worth a penny to you."

One understands \vhat he means; that
they ,vi 11 cling to the ideals and the ab­
stract philosophy he has taught. Yet that
is probably one of the best paying courses
in Harvard from a materialistic stand­
point to the majority of graduates-not
immediately, but during their later life.

I v,-ould have saved months and months
of research and digging merely by listen­
ing 8.nd studying a little more in those
da\'s

i douht if there is even one thing that
I learned in school, that I have not used
a nozen or a hundred times since in or­
dinarY \\'ork.

The fello\v who comes from college this
June \vould do well to treasure everything
that has heen taught him. It is like old
,,,heat in the mill, when he needs it il1. his
later Ii fe; or like a deposit in the bank.

11ay 23rd has been set as
the distribution date of the college annual,
in order that it will be available to the
graduating group, Trojan alumni, dele­
gates, and others who gather at the Uni­
versity of Southern California for the
Sen1i-Centennial Celebration, 11ay 29-June
7. Former editors 'will be feted at that
time.

1'he first EL RODEO or printed
"round-up" of S. C. was published in 1899,
a slender volume of 155 pages, while the
1930 Trojan book has close to 500 pages.
