Andronicus Field Trip

THROUGH cooperation with the College of Architecture at the
University of Southern California, the Andronicus chapter

recently made a three-day field trip to Elsinore, a small city 83
miles south of Los Angeles. Forty students and four professors
composed the party.

Some of the tinle at Elsinore was spent in making sketches of
the lake and mission scenery. Local organizations entertained the
group, SOine of whom lectured on various phases of architecture,
especially as it related to Elsinore conditions. This was followed
by a clinic on local building problems, replacements and improve­
ments. A planning commission was appointed to work with fifth­
year students in developing a city plan.

Dean A.C. Weatherhead of the College of Architecture said
concerning the trip: "As far as I know it is something entirely
new in that it combines an excellent fonn of academic education
with a program of educating the public." Similar trips are planned
for the future.

and n1ade fine names for themselves, their fraternity and their
University.

Perhaps the greatest achievement of the fraternity is the election
of four of its members as Prix de Rome winners four years in
succession: George Fraser, Mnesicles in 1925; C. Dale Badgeley,
Demetrios in 1926; Homer F. Pfeiffer, Anthemios in 1927; and
Charles Sutton, Anthemios, winner in 1928. The fraternity feels
these boys have done much for the name Alpha Rho Chi.

So much for the past twenty years. During the next twenty years,
we should achieve the following:

1. Because the fraternity owes its existence to the Universities,
Scholarship has always been and will continue to be of prime im­
portance to Alpha Rho Chi.

II. The fraternity has always insisted that its chapters maintain
chapter houses. Without a house, an organization holding meetings
at different places at irregular intervals, cannot be a real fra­
ternity.

III. Every member a life subscriber to THE ARCHI. Through
the forethought of Past Editors, the life subscription was started
some ten years ago. Today 750/0 of the men1bers are life sub­
scribers.

IV. The establishment of a Scholarship fund, which in the name
of the fraternity, will offer yearly a national scholarship equal to
the "LeBrun Prize" and will be open to all architects in the
United States, with restricted age limit only.

'l. The annual offering of the "Alpha Rho Chi Medal" to every
recognized school of Architecture in the United States. The medal
is unique in that it is not offered solely on a scholarship basis, but
is offered on a basis of leadership, service and merit.

Twenty years have taught us the foundations were built firn1,
the supports are staunch, the arch is true and the joints well
pointed.

NIany things are in store for Alpha Rho Chi in the next twenty
years. We do not have to start with the foundation. Our span is
large today and the rise is high.
