EXPLAIN EXPENSES TO PLEDGES

"Here are a few specific things the local chapters can do to
strengthen themselves. First, enlist additional alumni aid in a
concentrated drive to relieve financial pressure on the chapter.
Second, pledge 'quality, not quantity, even though the prospects be
few. Third, be sure that the prospective pledges fully understand
the extra expense involved in becoming a member of Alpha Rho
Chi. Remember, if a pledge cannot pay his pledge dues or his
initiation fee, he cannot pay his active dues. Do not hesitate to
break his pledge. Otherwise you do both him and the chapter all
inj ustice by trying to c~i-ry':him into something he cannot afford.
Fourth, pledges should not be made unless there is some reason­
able assurance from the pledge that he can go through initiation
with~n-- th ree month£ -after-pledging_oI-_.a5_ s.oon as-11niYersit}[ .reg.lL:,
lations will allcnv. Fifth, pledges should be taught more fraternity
and less menial labor. Sixth, let the members of Alpha Rho Chi
be the criterion in gentlemanly manners on their respective campi.
Seventh, active members set the example of conduct for their
pledges. Few would endanger the reputation' ofa family. Why
should we not consider our fraternity likewise? Eighth, active
groups should try to introduce a more homelike note in the chapter
house. Ninth, meetings should be held regularly each week, and
should be conducted with dignity. Tenth, the chapter should make
every effort to mimeograph a single news sheet for the alumni,
say three tillles a year.

EXPAND

"Some of the things the fraternity might do as a n~tional or­
ganization would possibly include the following: First, expand
into more colleges and universities. Second, a system of national
alumni news should be put into practice. Third, each chapter
should have its own alumni association and continue the alumni
chapters in cities where they are needed. Fourth, each chapter
should have its own official delegate to the national convention
with expenses paid by the national organization. Fifth, the f ra­
ternity should insist upon the requirement set down by the fra­
ternity by-laws, which states that each active member shall wear
the official badge. Sixth, include the building fund fee in the
initiation fee. Also advise active chapters to increase gradually
the initiation-f.ee£--untiLih~.eitems are within._15 p.er _.cent -Clf the...
average of all the fraternities in their respective campi. Seventh,
inaugurate a professional directory and employment bureau.
Eighth, inaugurate a system of alumni certification membership
cards, by which each alumnus in good standing would receive
a membership card each year. Ninth, offer cooperation at all
times with the American Institute of Architects. Tenth, more
spirit of competition should be instilled in the chapters by: offer­
ing a cup to the chapter sending in best ARCHI reports; offering
a plaque to the active member contributing most to the chapter
during the year; offering a certificate of honor to the three alumni
who have done most for the profession during the year, and like­
wise to the three alumni who have done most for the fraternity
during the year. Eleventh, the renewal of traveling exhibits.

"As for the alumni, perhaps they could help by doing a few of
the following: pay ali back accounts owed the local chapter; pav
building fund notes before they are due; in larger cities, organize
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an alumni rushing group; keep the active chapter informed as to
correct alumni addresses." Dinocrates '35.

"N0 doubt the fraternity does reflect the weakness of the
architectural profession at this time. But I believe we shall have
a new deal, same as the architectural profession is enjoying.
N ewer and younger blood is 'needed in the national organization.
We suggest a traveling secretary who ,should be able to travel to
the different chapters, the actives as well as a'umni." Dinocrates

"The profession of architecture is so highly competitive and
individualistic that the brothers in the field seem to find it diffi­
cult to get together even in a fraternity meeting. That is not a
joke, but it is, a basic fact upon which we ll1U3t work. I am con­
vinced that if we could put a man in the field to contact weak
chapters and to visit colleges where prospective chapters might
be located, that the fraternity could be strengthened. However T
know the cost prohibits the plan unless we could find a person
-wnocoultt do- it--at -hTs-OWIT exp-errse:-I-am not- in--favqr-of--any
radical changes in the general organization. Actually as recovery
takes place in the economic world, the old time strength will
return to the fraternity."

ANNUAL DIRECTORY WANTED

"Th,e depression, as you know, has materially affected ~he archi­
tectt1ral profession, which is reflected in the fraternity itself. To
stimulate new interest in the fraternity, it would seem desirable
that alumni reunions be held at the various chapters, at the same
time making it clear to the alumni that the purpose of the re·
unions is not to collect funds. An increased effort should be made
to publish an annual directory of the membership." Anthemios '33.

No REVISION WANTED

"Architecture, like law or medicine, is too old a profession to
be suddenly submerged or obliterated. I am glad that some years
ago the membership was widened, to include landscape architects
and artists. I do not believe that 1937 is the time for any attempt
at expansion. I think we should simply hold our own and withiTl
a few years there will be better opportunity in the better schools.
Some agitation in the N ew York A. 1. A. chapter which was
largely instigated in our alumni group was the basis for discussion
and action at the last national A. 1. A. convention. Rightly or
wrongly, the New York chapter of the Institute pretty much
dominates the Institute nationally, and some of the most active
members of the New York chapter know enough of our group
to know that we are wide-awake but not too radical a group,
which can be depended upon to provide the leadership in the

,Institute in the next two decades. I have no revision, radical or
otherwise, to suggest, in the national setup of the fraternity. I
have an increasing faith in the value of the professional fraternity.
I think we have' an important role to play both in the schools and
in the profession."
