"The University also requests that we publish the following
list of unpaid house accounts and if unheard from before the
end of this semester, June 15, 1936, to put same in legal hands
for collection."

Immediately below was listed some twenty-six alumni members
with debts ranging from $200 down to 60 cents. The grand total
of the accounts receivable was $1400.

Alpha Rho Chi, a national architectural fraternity, must operate
on a business basis if we hope to survive. Each man must pay
his share for value received and not expect his debt to be prorated
among other members who have already paid their share. We hope
the next national convention assembled will compel THE ARCHI
each spring to publish the legitimate debts of any Archi member
owed to his own active chapter. To the Iktinos Building Associa::..
tion, whose courage in facing this problem is certainly com­
mendable, we wish complete success.
