The First Mayor of Norris

THE first rnayor of four-year-old Norris, Tennessee, is Harry
B. Tour, Anthemios '21. Manager in charge of all architec­

tural design on dams and powerhouses for the Tennessee Valley
Authority, he is not only an Illinois alumnus (arch. eng.) but is
also a leader in the Illini Plan of Coordination for the Knox­
ville area.

When Norris was built in 1933 to house
the 1,500 workers on the nearby Norris
Dam, many predicted it would end up as a
ghost town; that its 350 attractive, com­
fortable, electrically-heated houses, which
cost the government some $3,500,000 would
nevertheless be deserted as soon as work on
the dam was finished. But Norris today is
far from being a ghost town. True enough,
most of its original householders have
moved on, but they have been replaced by

TVA empl~yees, most or whom, -Eke---Harry Tour, work in the
central offices at Knoxville, only 20 miles away. "The town will
probably incorporate in two years," he says. "Then it can become
self-sustaining. We have a ceralnics laboratory, and in fact we
may become the center of the ceramics industry. Our modern
houses and attractive layout will always draw people here from
Knoxville."

The TVA still controls Norris through a town manager but the
mayor and his council of nine advise on town problems, help '''ork
out the budget, and have regulatory powers.

The town includes a 20-room, electrically-heated school, with
400 pupils, which is also used as a community center-movies there
twice a \veek, gymnasium classes for men and women, a dance
on Saturday night, community church service on Sunday, school
library open every evening. Norris is proud also of its co-operative
grocery and drug stores, filling station and creamery, its credit
union, modern fire equipment (one full-time fireman, fifteen vol­
unteers), police force of sixteen, most of whom are guides at the
dam.

About $100,000 of the town's revenue comes from houses,
\vhich rent from $13 to $48 a month. Another $50,000 comes from
the sale of electricity from the Norris Dam.

Mayor Tour is an old settler at Norris; as supervising architect
on Norris Dam he has been there from the very beginning.
He had formerly been for nine years with the Commonwealth
Power Corporation in Jackson, Michigan, and at one time was
a structural desIgner -{or fhe -T'ofedo', (Ohro)~· board of' education.

Frequency of Publication
