Prof. Arnal Retires
After Full Career

A.I.A. CITES HIS CONTRIBUTION
TO ARCHITECTURE EDUCATION

AT MINNESOTA

After 29 years with the Univer­
sity of Minnesota, Prof. Leon Eu­
gene Arnal retired in June of this
year.

In the same Inonth, at the con­
vention of the American Institute
of Architects, announcement was
made of his advancement to Fel­
lowship in the Institute in recogni­
tion of his achievements in archi­
tectural education. The citation
states, "With understanding, with
respect for others' ideas, with af­
fection, for over 30 years he has
shared his mastery of the unchang­
ing basic principles of architecture
with his many students."

"Leon Arnal was born in France,
June 14, 1880. Upon completion of
four years' ,study at the Ecole des
Beaux Arts (Section d'ArchitEc­
ture) at Marseilles, he became the
Government Scholar froln the City
of Marseilles for study at the Ecole
des Beaux Arts in Paris. After 11
years, including practice and the­
sis, he became "Architect Diplome
par Ie Gouvernelnent Francais."

"He began his teaching career in
1911 at the University of Pennsyl­
vania as Paul Cret's chosen assist­
ant.

··When World War 1 broke out
Leon Arnal donned a French uni:
forln. He served with the French
and British Armies and was award­
ed the British Military Cross.

"In 1919, he became chief critic
in design at Minnesota, and was a
major contributor to the life and
growth of the School of Architec­
ture.

"Prof. Arnal, as design consul­
tant for Magney and Tusler, ,vas
responsible for the design of three
wid ely recognized Minneapolis
landmarks, the Woman's Club
(1927) , Foshay Building (1928) ,
and the U. S. Post Office (1934).
The Stadium of the University of
Minnesota (1921) was designed by
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The 1948 Convention adopted
resolutions strengthening the an­
nual alulnni dues program estab­
lished in 1938. The $1 annual dues
are nlaintained and in addition pro­
vision is made for life dues of $25,
payable at one time or in install­
ments over three consecutive years.

Revenue frOI11 alumni dues will
be assigned to a newly-set-up
Alun1ni Fund, to be used for pro­
rllotion and expansion of the Fra­
ternity. All lif.e payments ,vill be
held as endowments in the Alumni
Fund.

Alumni dues may be paid di­
rectly to the W.G.E. or through the
treasurers of alunlni chapters or
associations, acting as agents for
the W.G.E. Active membership
cards are issued annually by the
W.G.E. to alu111nip:ly:ng dues.
