Original p a i n t i ng s are vie wed
through the eye of the artist. Our re­
productions are on three-dimensional
sets and seen from a different view­
point by every person in the audience.
Sets and background must be de­
veloped to reduce this error to a min­
imum, lighting must kill all unwanted
shadows; the shadows of the original
are reproduced by make-up and, in
some cases, are painted on the cos­
tumes.

Most of the floors of sets are sloped
to give the perspective appearance of
the original. The people stand in re­
cesses or on brackets~ the shadows
from which must be killed or cam­
ouflaged. H 0 r i z 0 n lines on back­
grounds must be skillfully handled to
make them appear straight. In some
pictures, as in Fishwives of Valencia
by Sorolla, the several living models
must be cast for rei a t i v e size to
achieve the foreshortening of perspec­
tive. They will range from large adults
in the foreground .. to small children
in the background, all appearing to
be adults and all handled to give the
flat surface of the painting. All sets
must be capable of being moved out
of position and dissembled in a little
more than one minute.

The sculps are a field in themselves.
Venus de Milo is a triumph of com­
plicated simplicity. Heroic sized fe­
male models seldom resemble Venus.
Some years, among available models,
the acceptable form and porportions
are found in a small woman. Thus
scale must be skillfully established to
give the illusion of heroic size. This
is affected by the preceding picture
and the Inental preparaIion oeveloped
in the script. Various devices are used
from year to year to accomplish the
broken arms but, when you see her on
our stage, she'll be pretty convincing.

All this is not "art," for, obviously,
it would be most presumptuous to
think that original works could be
blown up to bill-board size, using live
models for the figures, and faithfully
catching what the artist put of him­
self in his work. However, it is a
highly artistic production combining
art, theater, and music.

It is, moreover, a uniquely interest­
ing, entertaining, and stimulating ex­
perience to view these living pictures
accompanied by music and narration
in this beautiful setting, and visitors
are drawn from all over the United
States and many foreign countries.
