If we are to foster an effective
new generation of thought and action
in this Fraternity, EVERY ALUMNI,
and EVERY ACTIVE MUST work for
the combined EFFORT of the
WHOLE. This entails time, policy­
making, communication, and money.

I feel confident that our entire
structure is moving in a future direc­
tion. Gradually we are changing our
policy by increasing our usefulness.

think together for the creative minds
of future generations of young pro­
fessional men. Try to enliven and
brighten your attitude to the needs
and policy of each ACTIVE CHAP­
TER.
