Called to Order Sunday, March 28, 2004, 8:50AM (CST).

Motion is made and duly seconded for approval of Minutes from Grand Council March teleconference.  Motion passes.  
A. Officer Reports
1. All reports are as submitted to the 57th National Convention Secretary on March 26, 2004.  Please refer to official Minutes of Convention as prepared by the 57th National Convention Secretary.
B. Old Business

1. WGA Pelley indicates he has appointed Seshait alumna Dameta Wright to the position of Regional Director for Region 4.  WGA Pelley will officially notify Brother Wright of her appointment.  WGS Horton will insure Brother Wright’s contact information is added to all appropriate directories and disseminated as required.

C. New Business

1. WGA Pelley will make all necessary edits to the National Constitution and By-Laws in accordance with Resolutions 57-3, 57-5, 57-6, 57-7, 57-8, and 57-9 as passed by the delegates to the 57th National Convention.  WGA Pelley will distribute new copies of all official documents once changes are made.  

2. Pursuant to Resolution 57-10, WGA Pelley will follow up with the Alumni Association Dues Committee members.
3. Pursuant to the National Constitution, WGA Pelley will coordinate and supervise, in general, the efforts of the: 

a. Alumni Dues Committee

b. “Grammar” (Constitution and By-Law Review) Committee.  

c. Expansion Committee.  WGA Pelley will request that this committee focus on definitions of “chapters” more than “allied arts.”

d. Convention Committee.  WGA Pelley instructs WGAA Schmidt to take the Chairperson’s seat on this Committee.  WGAA Schmidt is to insure the committee compiles a package to include, at a minimum: voting ballots, standing rules, and agenda.  Other key information for the Committee to provide attendees: Transportation (ground and air), potential airfare discounts, parking, convention promotional items, etc.

4. Convention 2005 suggested locations: Providence, RI; Buffalo, NY; Charlotte, NC; Charleston, SC; Denver, CO; San Diego, CA: San Francisco, CA.  After much discussion and review, it is determined the Grand Council will research both Providence and Buffalo as potential sites for the 2005 convention, and will research all other destinations for the 2006 convention.

5. WGA Pelley will make every attempt to coordinate a visit to the Rhoecus Chapter in May, ’04.

6. WGA Pelley will represent the Grand Council at the Metagenes and NJIT Colony installations.

7. WGS Horton will represent the Grand Council at the Dinocrates and Tulane Colony installations.

8. Grand Lecturer Swilling has been notified of potential dates for Nicon Chapter’s installation. WGE Kitchel will coordinate expenses with Brother Swilling.

9. WGS Horton will contact National Webmaster Habel regarding the possibility of making future Policy and Procedure documents available on the national website.

10. A budget for the Development Director needs to be discussed at the summer meeting.

11. WGAA Schmidt will represent Alpha Rho Chi at the Professional Fraternity Convention in Los Angeles in September.  Brother Schmidt will arrange registration.

12. Leadership Conference will be held in Houston, Texas from September 24-26, 2004.  Donations for the event will be funneled through the Alpha Rho Chi Foundation.  It is suggested that the host chapter assign one or more members to serve as “News Reporter” to take photos and write an article for future publication.

13. WGA Pelley schedules the next teleconference for Thursday, May 6, 2004.   

14. WGA Pelley schedules the annual summer meeting for July 9-11.  The location will be decided upon by the next teleconference.  In preparation for the summer meeting, WGA Pelley requests all Grand Council members compile a list of potential appointees.
